In March 2011
they dedicated their baby Eva to the Lord.

Now, in October 2011 we look back and see the lnéide Almighty God at work
through this ministry, of which you are a part of.

Many of you have been with us from the beginnirglidving in the work the Lord God
had given us to do. Others of you have joinedlaisgathe way. Together your
partnership with us over these years has brougtt thes place — a place of rejoicing
over what God is doing in saving lives.
